Mushroom growing resumed at the centre in early
May. A temporary structure was already erected
at the centre and was turned into a mushroom
house. The children are excited about this and
many of them are already experienced in
mushroom production after they were trained at
Kufunda Training Institute. Harvesting of the first
crop started in June and the children are enjoying
mushrooms with their meals and some have been
sold for income generating purposes.

On the 5" of April the centre received a 10-month
baby who had been abandoned by a relative in an
open space close to the centre. The baby was
discovered at about 6am by children who had just
woken up and were preparing to go to school. The
baby is in good health and is still at the centre
while Social Services and the police try to work out
any other arrangements concerning the child.

Children and Staff in Road Accident

Regrettably we have to report that some of our
children were involved in an accident along with
some staff members as they were coming from
collecting firewood for the centre on 25 May 2011.
The children, Francis, Witness and Earnest and
staff members John Gupa and Steven Dimingo
were on a tractor and were returning from a farm
where they had gone to collect firewood when the
accident occurred. The children are still recovering
and we are thankful that they are now back in
school. Unfortunately Steven and John are still on
leave nursing their injuries. We continue to believe
God for their total restoration.
